Non-Supplanting Attestation

AHW adheres to requirements as defined in a March 28, 2000, Order of the Commissioner of Insurance which requires that AHW funds (the Funds) “may not be used to supplant funds or resources otherwise available.” The concern with supplanting focuses on replacing existing funding with AHW funds. AHW funds must be used to support new work, or enhance existing work with no alternative funding source.

Non-Supplanting Attestations are used to identify existing or available funding for each proposed project/event or used to determine whether such existing or available funding would be replaced with financial support by AHW funds. Partners must demonstrate that no financial resources are supplanted and provide a complete listing of current funding sources for the project/event. 

All proposals will undergo a supplanting review. Please respond to the following questions on behalf of your organization if you represent a community partner organization, or your individual efforts if completing as an MCW faculty investigator. Please complete the form in its entirety and provide as much detail as possible.
